tax credit for repeat homebuyers 
works?

 Sure can!  What Peggy is re-
ferring to is the legislation, known as 

the Worker, Homeownership and 

Business Assistance Act of 2009 
which extended the $8,000 first-time 

home purchaser credit until April 30 

for signed contracts and June 30 for 

closings. The law also created this  
new tax credit for people who have 

owned a principal residence for a 

consecutive five of the previous eight 
years, and who purchase a replace-

ment principal residence with a 

signed contract no later than April 
30, followed by a closing no later 

than June 30. 

 

Qualified repeat buyers can obtain a 
credit up to $6,500. For both the first

-time and repeat buyer program, the 

credit is equal to 10% of the pur-
chase price of the house, up to a 

maximum of either 

$6,500 or $8,000.

For the second month in a row, average and                                  

median prices increased slightly in the Indy                                

metro area.   

 

Sales price increased by over 2%.  
 

Pendings/future closings went up almost 10% 

 

The excess of inventory has continued to shrink, and is 

now down to around 8 months on average.  4 to 6 months 
considered normal.  

 

Higher priced homes are the largest sector of inventory 

currently for sale. 

 

The increased activity in the lower price ranges continues, 
as buyers take advantage of the original and extended first
