DESIGN TIP  
BE AWARE OF TRAFFIC PATTERNS 
You can direct the flow of traffic through a room with the 
placement of your furniture. Leave a minimum of three 
feet for walkways and avoid flowing traffic through a con-
versational grouping if possible. Guide the traffic around 
the room's perimeter to create a less disruptive environ-
ment. Be aware of the usage of adjacent rooms in laying 
out your floor plan and flow colors from one adjacent 
room to the next when they are visible from one another.
